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 The Wege Foundation has renewed their 
commitment to support MRWA general operations by 
providing $60,000 per year for the 2010, 2011 and 
2012 calendar years.  This funding helps the MRWA 
maintain current staff levels to advance the MRWA’s 
mission. 
 In 2001, the Wege Foundation and Great Lakes 
Fishery Trust awarded the MRWA with a 3-year joint 
grant allowing the MRWA to hire its first 2 employees 
and establish a central office in Big Rapids on campus 
at Ferris State University.  When the initial grant 
concluded in early 2004, the Wege Foundation 
continued to financially support the MRWA with 
operational funds through 2009 and they provided 
matching funds for MRWA awarded grants through 
2009. 
 The MRWA is truly grateful and extends its 
gratitude to the Wege Foundation for continually 
supporting our organizational efforts to initiate and 
administer the many educational programs and 
implementation projects that benefit the Muskegon 
River Watershed and its citizens.

 Schrems West Michigan Trout Unlimited 
(SWMTU) has donated $3,500 toward preliminary 
engineering feasibility work to identify and define 
acceptable options for removing the Marion Dam that also 
enhance recreation opportunities.
